Biography
Sergei M. Mironov was born on February 14, 1953, in the town of Pushkin (Leningrad Region).
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Mr. Mironov holds degrees in Technical Sciences, Economics, and Law, as well as in State and Municipal Governance. In 1980, he graduated from the Leningrad Mining Institute; in 1992, from St. Petersburg State Technical University; in 1997, from the Russian Presidential Academy of Public Service (cum laude); and in 1998, from St. Petersburg State University (cum laude). He is currently a candidate for the degree of Juris Doctor.

Between 1971 and 1973, Mr. Mironov served in the Soviet Air Force.

Between 1978 and 1986, he worked as a Senior Geophysics Engineer for the Rudgeofizika scientific association. During the same time period, he was employed as a geophysicist by the Zelenogorsky Research Expedition of the Soviet Ministry of Geology.

Between 1986 and 1991, he was assigned by the Ministry of Geology to the People’s Republic of Mongolia, as a Senior Geophysicist for an aviation-related project.

In 1993, he received his Securities Certification from the Russian Ministry of Finance. 

Between 1994 and 1995, Mr. Mironov served as Executive Director of the Renaissance of St. Petersburg public construction company.

In 1994, he was elected to the First Legislative Assembly of St. Petersburg (representing the 12th City District). In April 1995, he became the First Deputy Chairman of the Assembly; from April to December 1998, he served as Acting Chairman.

In December 1998, he was elected to the Second Legislative Assembly of St. Petersburg (representing the 12th City District). Soon thereafter, he became a coordinator for the Zakonnost (“Legality”) Assembly fraction. In June 2000, he was elected Deputy Chairman of the Second Legislative Assembly.

In September 2000, Mr. Mironov was elected Chairman of the Board of Will of Petersburg, a regional public political association.

On June 13, 2001, he was elected a member of the Federation Council of the Federal Assembly of the Russian Federation, representing the Legislative Assembly of St. Petersburg.

Since June 2001, he has served on the Commission on Regulations and Parliamentary Procedures, as well as on the Committee on Constitutional Legislation and Judicial Issues of the Federation Council (becoming the Committee’s Deputy Chairman in October 2001).

On December 5, 2001, he was elected Chairman of the Federation Council of the Federal Assembly of the Russian Federation. 

On January 15, 2003, he was re-elected as a representative of the Legislative Assembly of St. Petersburg to the Federation Council of the Federal Assembly of the Russian Federation.

On January 29, 2003, at the 102nd Session of the Federation Council, Mr. Mironov was re-elected to his second term as Chairman of the Federation Council of the Federal Assembly of the Russian Federation.

In addition to his duties at the Federation Council, Mr. Mironov also serves as Chairman of the Council of CIS Member States’ Inter-Parliamentary Assembly, as well as Chairman of the Russian Party of Life.
